
Carbon Monoxide (CO) and Fire 
 
Ã Install a carbon monoxide (CO) detector and smoke detector, specifically 

near sleeping areas. 

o Renters- make sure you have a CO detector and smoke alarm 
provided by the property owner when you move in. 

o Place one CO detector and one smoke alarm on each floor if possible. 

Ã Test/check your CO detector annually and your smoke alarm twice a year -
never remove batteries. 

Ã Do not take the batteries out of your CO detector or smoke alarm. 

Ã Make sure natural gas, oil, wood and kerosene appliances are in good 
condition and used correctly. 

Ã Turn off an appliance or heater that starts making different noises, smells 
funny, or does not seem to be working right. Call a professional for repairs. 

Ã Read and follow the use & care instructions that came with your appliance 
or heater.
