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Case Presentation 

A 40yo woman with no significant medical history presented to her optometrist with three months 
of progressive blurry vision. She was diagnosed with bilateral papilledema and advised to urgently 
follow up with her primary doctor. Upon evaluation she denied any symptoms aside from her visual 
changes. Her heart rate was 132 and her blood pressure was 144/82; the remainder of her exam 
was normal. Workup revealed TSH 1.15, Free T4 1.9, and Total T3 > 500. MRI Head noted confluent 
areas of T2/FLAIR elongation within the bilateral periventricular and subcortical white matter
