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Smoking is a known risk factor for acute and chronic pancreatitis. Smoking cessation in
ambulatory patients with pancreatitis is very challenging. Helping pancreatitis patients stop
smoking could improve their overall health and may reduce further pancreatic injury. The
purpose of this pilot is to explore the quit rates of hospitalized pancreatitis patients who are
smokers using an inpatient based smoking cessation program. The Rochester Model (RM), a
hospital based smoking cessation program, was used in this pilot. The RM is an evidence based
program composed of bedside counseling followed by four post-discharge phone counseling
sessions.
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
